Adjustment guidelines

To complete the installation process and to make certain all units and doors are completely  
fitted adjustments can be made to the wall hanging brackets, drawer boxes and hinges.

The provision of this wide range of adjustable fittings ensures that the tenant receives a  
high specification Richmond kitchen.
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  Measure worktop and mark with a soft pencil.

  Mark the face if cutting with a handsaw or the back if using an electric saw.

  When cutting worktops always wear appropriate personal protection equipment.

Please remember worktops are heavy and should 
be handled by two people.

Worktop installation

Electric Saw

  �When using an electric saw start from the decorative profiled 
front edge cutting the worktop face down.

Handsaw

  �When using a handsaw the decorative face should be uppermost.

  �Commence from the decorative profiled front edge keeping the 
saw at a low angle to ensure the best cut.

  �Ensure the saw is sharp and well set and has 10/12 teeth per inch.

  �If necessary, trim the cut 
edges with a plane before 
applying the edging tape 
supplied with the top.

  �Follow the supplied 
manufacturer’s instructions 
regarding the method and 
type glue to be used to  
apply the edging tape.

  �Wipe off any deposits of  
glue from the face of the 
worktop and edging with  
a damp cloth.

  �Edges may be trimmed using 
a sharp plane or a fine file.

  �Cut-outs should be measured 
and marked on the decorative 
surface using a soft pencil.

  �Drill through each corner 
of the area to be cut-out, 
starting with small pilot hole 
and working up to the largest 
diameter drill possible.

  �Join the drill holes to 
complete and cut-out, 
remembering that if using  
an electric saw turn the top 
over and work from the back.

  �All cut edges should be 
sealed. Follow the supplied 
manufacturer’s instructions.

maintenance guidelines Interior and exterior surfaces should be cleaned periodically. A soft, damp cloth should be used  

and all surfaces wiped dry after cleaning.

Spillages should be cleaned up immediately using a damp cloth and mild soap, if necessary.  
Wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

Detergents, soap pads or steel wool should not be used on the kitchen cabinets. These harsh 
abrasives will mark the finish of the kitchen cabinets.

Care for laminate, melamine and vinyl kitchens 

Excess moisture should always be wiped off and care should be taken with extreme heat  
sources such as kettles, ovens and toasters. It is recommended that these heat sources  
are not placed directly under wall units when they are in use.

Drawers and shelves should never be overloaded.
